Hungerford Big Wheel

Route Description Family Fun

[Right]=Right Turn

[Left]=Left Turn

[Way Mark]=Sign

[Marshall]=Marshall

Start from the common towards Inkpen at the Inkpen gate. 

Go over the Cattle grid and for 300 yards down the road . First [Right] on Priory Road [Way Mark] and signpost to Sanham Green. 200 yards then fork [Left] for Sanham Green.  ¾ mile down the road immediately after a converted barn [Right] [Marshall] on Bye way and cross the field on track to the A338.[Marshall] Careful crossing this busy road [Left] then immediately [Right] into Standen Manor’s road. Go down the hill through some stone gates then leaving the drive to the manor itself on your right continue on up the hill towards the farm and follow the road round to the [Left][Way Mark]. Pass Standen Manor farm house on the left and continue on over a field or two till you emerge on the Stype estate metalled road [Way Mark][Right] up the hill, at the top [Right] [Marshall]. 

Follow the road past Stype grange on your right after about a mile you will pass the Stype Stud on your right at the bottom of the hill at the end of this straight [Left] [Way Mark] and up the hill for ½ mile.[Marshall] [Left]to Burridge heath and follow the road for about 1/2 mile to where the road does a right angled bend to the left just past a house on the right. Here there will be a [Marshall] You head straight on which means turning off the metalled road and follow a bridleway down the hill till it joins the Shalbourne Bedwyn road just outside Great Bedwyn. Please take care going down that hill which can be gravelly . Turn Right [Marshall] [Right] and on into Great Bedwyn.  Good pubs here especially the Three Tuns, which has a garden and a children’s play ground (There are loos here ). There is a telephone box in the village.

On up the hill for about ¾ mile till you see a small letterbox on the left [Marshall] [Left] here to Stokke Manor pass the farm on the left and turn [Right] past the red brick gabled house on the right [Right]into the forest. Go down a slight hill for ½ mile where another track joins you from the right. Keep straight on up the hill for a further ½ mile where you go half-right by a white house leaving St Katherine’s church on your left. Follow the metalled road round an S bend through the village for ½ mile to the Main road to Durley. Turn [Left] [Marshall] continue for 1/3 of a mile till you reach the entrance to Savernake forest.[Way Mark]. Turn [Right] into the forest on the Grand Avenue. 

PLEASE TAKE CARE THROUGH THE FOREST AND LOOK OUT FOR WALKERS.

Down the hill for 1½ miles go straight over “eight ways” then up the other side  for ½ mile to a track going off to the left called “Long Harry”. There will be [Marshall]. Turn [Left] on this track heading for the Postern Hill picnic site. You will cross a dirt road after ¾ mile. Further ½ mile then under two wooden barriers and you are in picnic site. Please dismount as we are asked to walk through the site. Fork [Right] and you will see us at Site 5 on the right. NB this is not the same site as last year 

There are loos here. 

Suitably refreshed walk on through the site the track winds to the right and down a steep hill to the cycle track at the bottom of the hill which is the old dismantled railway running to the South and East of Marlborough. Go under the A4 and on for 150 yards when you turn [Right] [Marshall] through a gate and up the road to the [Right] for 120 yards till you almost reach the A4 then turn [Left] into Chopping Knife Lane. 

Follow the road for 1½ miles running parallel to, and South of, the Kennet till you come to a T junction [Left] and continue for 100 yards when the road turns sharply left to go over the river. Do not go over the river (The route is always to the south of the Kennet) but keep straight on i.e. [Right] off the road [Way Mark]. 150 yards on, the road goes left and right follow this for a further ½ mile when the road again turns left over the river [Marshall] once again do not cross the river but keep straight on which is marked as a no through road. 

After ½ mile road becomes a track and you reach a gate with footpath signs. Turn [Right] [Way Mark] up the hill for 200 yards then turn sharp [Left][Way Mark] onto a track heading East after ¾ mile the track joins the path from Axford farm[Way Mark]. You carry on to the south of Ramsbury  Manor park cycling east for a further ½ mile.  

After passing a field with highland cattle you go through a gate. 100yards on cross the  road [Way Mark] and carry on  for 1 mile till you reach the Ramsbury  to Froxfield road cross this and head straight on down the track [Marshall]. Carry on down the track till you reach a Cottage on the right . Go through the gate and you are in a field.  

A rather rough track carries on along the bottom of the field and after about half a mile emerges on the road through Littlecote estate. Just as you join the road you may see the Roman mosaic to the left. 

Carry on through the Estate heading east past the new hotel. You emerge through the main gates on the back road to Chilton Foliat. [Left] [Way Mark] 1/3 mile on till you join the Chilton Foliat to Hungerford Road. [Right] at this T-junction [Marshall] Careful crossing the road. 1 mile up this road and just before you reach the A4 [Left] [Way Mark] into Charnham Park 1/3 mile to the Roundabout [Marshall] [Right] onto A4. 

150 yards to the Bear Hotel [Left] at the mini Roundabout up the High Street and turn left on Park Street opposite the Town Hall. Back onto the Common
